Neighbourhood Plan Questionnaire Summary
Thank you for everyone who contributed to the neighbourhood plan questionnaire this year, We had lots of feedback and we now have a better understanding of your long-term requirements, The details of the survey will be used to inform the neighbourhood plan.
· A variety of postcodes were collected, showcasing the diversity of respondents in the community, The responses reflect the widespread geographic span of the village and surrounding areas.
· Most respondents appreciated easy access to the countryside, highlighting features such as hedgerows, trees, and wildlife.
· Additional sentiments included the rural atmosphere, peaceful environment, and strong community ties.
Infrastructure and Roads:
  - Inadequate roads for future developments and dangerous junctions (e.g., Main St. Junction).
   - Traffic congestion, especially around schools at start and finish times.
   - Traffic calming measures needed due to speeding and narrow roads.
   - Improved road maintenance and addressing loose chippings and unsurfaced areas.
 Housing and Development:
   - Concerns about overdevelopment and additional housing without matched infrastructure.
   - Calls to limit new housing developments and improve existing infrastructure to support current and future populations.
Community and Facilities:
   - Enhanced community facilities and social spaces for all ages, including seating for the elderly and youth clubs.
   - More local shops and dining options as previous venues have been reduced.
 Parking and Footpaths:
   - Inconsiderate parking, especially around schools, needing enforcement of existing regulations.
   - Wider and more accessible footpaths for safer pedestrian movement, suggesting cycling routes and disabled-friendly paths.
Environmental Concerns:
   - Preventing building on lands with natural springs to avoid flooding.
   - Retaining green spaces and footpaths for mental well-being and avoiding loss of wildlife.
Health and Services:
   - Addressing the inadequacy of health services, which may worsen with population growth.
   - Suggestions for building new schools, shops, and facilities along with housing.

· 74% of Respondents require Village Centre Highway Improvements and increased shopping facilities.
· 83% of Respondents would like to protect footpaths and open space, Especially the ridge and furrow field leading to Millenium woods.
· 84% of Respondents would like to protect green spaces within the village.
· 23% of respondents have been directly affected by flooding. Most respondents referenced the centre of the village as the worst.
· 86% of Respondents Walk on the public footpaths and bridleways at least once per week 51% take daily walks on these. The footpath from the persimmon’s estate to main street seem to cause the most concern.
· >80% of Respondents think that Dog Fouling and Litter are a cause for concern in the village.
· 80% of parishioner’s think the centre of the village highways and parking need improvement.
· 50% of Respondents believe family homes of 2 or more bedrooms and Bungalows of 2 or more bedrooms are the correct mix of new housing.
· The majority of Respondents would prefer no more housing in the village, but smaller building projects with groups of 20 houses spread across the village rather than large developments are preferable if development is a necessity within the Fleckney boundary.
· Respondents indicated that the last west of Long Grey was the most preferred site for development.
· Most Respondents would prefer a 20 mile an hour area in the centre of the village and speed bumps to enforce this.
